Graduate Student Research Grants

The PLACA Research Grant Competition is open 
to thesis or doctoral students seeking financial 
support for field research in Latin America and 
the Caribbean.

The PLACA research grant supports preliminary 
research such as data collection, networking, early 
mapping, as well as projects directed at improving 
proposals for funding.

The awards are competitive. Proposals are judged 
on the basis of quality research, organization, 
appropriateness and feasibility relative to student 
qualifications.

De Sardon-Glass Fellowships

DE SARDON-GLASS FELLOWSHIPS are 
made possible through the generosity of Joan de 
Sardon-Glass, a Syracuse alumna and the daughter 
of Peruvian nationals, John and Mabel de Sardon 
and Joan de Sardon-Glass.

These assistantships support nationals of Peru, 
Bolivia, Ecuador, and other South American 
countries who wish to pursue professional degrees 
in the Maxwell School and then return to the 
public service in their home countries. 

The program is especially oriented toward those 
professionals who wish to focus their master’s 
degree studies in public administration or interna-
tional relations. However, during the completion 
of these degrees, students can take courses in any 
of the social science disciplines offered at Maxwell: 
anthropology, economics, geography, political 
science, history, international relations, public 
administration and sociology.

To date, students from Peru, Ecuador, Colombia, 
Venezuela, and Argentina have received these 
assistantships.

Brown Bag Series:  PLACA sponsors a Brown Bag Series organized for students by students.  M.A. and Ph.D. students 
within Maxwell School and the entire Syracuse University community meet and present their research, view documen-
tary films, and discuss current events. 

Certificate in Advanced Studies:  Students who complete 15 credits of coursework related to Latin America can receive a 
Certificate in Advanced Study recognized by the State of New York.

PLACA’s Seminar and Speaker Series: A joint graduate seminar and speaker series offers intertwined perspectives on 
an annual theme. Recent seminars have focused on political participation, economic development, social policy, and 
poverty alleviation.

Cinelatte: This is a wonderful opportunity to take in a Latin American film or a film on Latin American issues.  

Spanish Table: Each week students and faculty join native Spanish speakers to practice their Spanish and learn about 
Spanish culture. 

Study Abroad Program: “Global South: Policy and Civil Society” is a fall semester foreign study program in Santiago, 
Chile.  Students choose an internship or a guided research project and participate in a class organized by the Facultad 
Latinoamericana de Ciencias Sociales (FLACSO).

Working Groups: These groups are based on thematic or geographical topics. Student organized and student run, these 
groups offer excellent opportunities to participate in PLACA.
